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DIPLOMA  IN MANIPULATIVE THERAPY 

 

Thank you for your interest in our two-week Diploma in Manipulative Therapy course. You require a 

Diploma in Advanced Remedial & Sports Massage to be able to apply for this course – if you are unsure of 

your qualification, please get in touch. 

 

This course is designed to continue on from Advanced Remedial Massage course leading the student through 

examination of cervical, thoracic, lumbar spine and pelvis; formulating a differential diagnosis, with 

particular emphasis on assessment procedures and specific techniques for each joint. 

 

Manipulative Therapy works mainly on the mechanics of the body.  The student will learn that correction of 

structural imbalances can have far-reaching effects on many conditions. 

 

The Manipulative Therapy course is a two week course, held Monday to Friday, 9am-5pm each day.
